We are delighted to present the 16th issue of Etkilesim, The Academic Jour-
nal of the Faculty of Communication at Uskiidar University. Once again, this
issue brings together studies that address timely and significant questions in
the fields of communication, media, and social developments. In the peer-re-
viewed section, you will find 14 research articles and one review article. The
commentary section, Etkilesim/Yorum, features one interview, one review,
three symposium evaluations, and one book review.

This issue opens with Aytil Tamer Torun and Ayse Mirza Girgin's article, “A
New State A New Family: The Family Project in 1930's Tlrkiye”. The study the-
matically analyzes the debates surrounding the ‘new family’ ideal in Tirkiye
during the 1930s, drawing on periodicals, documents, and reports.

Ridvan Cevher and Omer Ozer's work, “The Impact of Digital Platforms on the
Conceptualization of Social Reality and Perception of the World: A Cultiva-
tion Theory Perspective”, examines how digital broadcasting platforms shape
worldviews through Gerbner’s cultivation theory, using message system anal-
ysis and survey data.

In the study titled ““What Do You Know About Football?’: Investigating Cy-
berbullying Against Female Football Fans Through Discourse Analysis and In-
Depth Interviews”, Esma Cizmeci Umit and Dilek Yesil explore cyberbullying
practices against female football fans in digital spaces by applying discourse
analysis and conducting semi-structured interviews.

The next article, written by Giilten Adali and titled “The Strategic Role of Chat-
bots in Digital Marketing: A Case Study on ‘Fly By Sign’,” investigates the sec-
toral effects of generative Al in advertising through a case study of the “Fly

By Sign” campaign.

Hafize Nurgil Durmus Senyapar’'s work, “Influencer Marketing Guide: Plat-
forms, Best Content Strategies, and Target Markets”, is a comparative study
across six major platforms that identifies factors influencing campaign effec-
tiveness.

In the study titled “Cyberbullying at Organizations and Communication Skills:
The Case of Academia”, Seda Gokce Turan analyzes academics’ views on work-
place cyberbullying and communication dynamics based on in-depth inter-
views.
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Seyma Esin Erben’s article, “Social Communication Networks of Migrants in
Malta: An Analysis Based on Bourdieu’s Theoretical Framework”, traces how
migrants’ social mobility shapes their communication networks, applying
Bourdieu’s concepts of capital and habitus.

In the article, “The Problem of Legitimacy in Conceptual Art: The Case of Gi-
useppe Panza Between Document and Authority”, Mehmet Dere examines
the ontological and institutional ambiguities of conceptual art through archi-
val documents, artist correspondence, and certificates.

Mustafa Algdl, in the study titled I am Ready to Know What the People
Know': Traces Of Queer Allegory and the Search for Identity in The Little Mer-
maid Movie”, interprets Disney's animated film The Little Mermaid as a queer
allegory, highlighting the thematic and structural elements that support this
reading.

The article “Would You Kindly Present the Game? Analyzing Narrators and
Monstrators in Video Games” by Nur Aleyna Sakoglu and Ertugrul Stingii pro-
vides a framework—drawing on narratology and film studies—for examining
narrators and monstrators in video games.

Aysu Ugur Balci's work, “The Experimental Form of Sound-Image: ‘About End-
lessness’ Film"”, investigates the role of sound-image in experimental cinema
through cinematographic and narrative analysis.

In the article titled “Viewer Perceptions on Al-Supported Digital Newscasters:
A Qualitative Analysis in the Context of Parasocial Interaction Theory”, Nihal
Erdogan Sepetci explores audience responses to Tirkiye's first Al-generated
news anchor, ‘Alexa’, using in-depth interview data.

Eray Ozkan's article, “Narrative Role of Illustration in Concept Albums: Ana-

lyzing ‘Cry Baby,’ ‘Art Angels,’ and ‘Consolation’,” examines how illustrations
contribute narratively to lyrics, shaping emotional and symbolic content.

Muhammed Cagri Giiler discusses the media’s role in framing the USA’s prac-
tices at Abu Ghraib Prison during the Iraq War in his work titled “Media as the
Fourth Estate of Democracy: Semiotical Analysis of Abu Ghraib Prison Photo-
graphs.”

The peer-reviewed section concludes with Amine Refika's review article, “The
Transformation of Trust in the Screen Society: Social Isolation Under the Au-
thority of Automation: A Literature Review”, which evaluates how digitaliza-
tion and automation reshape social trust and relationships.

The commentary section, Etkilesim/Yorum, features six contributions. The
section begins with an interview titled “Podcasts, Myths, and the Digital Age:
A Conversation with Peppino Ortoleva,” conducted by Maria Pia Ester Cristal-
di. This work is followed by Giusy Gallo's evaluation, “Signs of Creativity: Arte-
facts, Language and Smart Objects.” Ozge Ugurlu Akbas presents an evalua-
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tion of the 12th International Communication Days, while Semih Eken reflects
on the first NEWPATH Symposium (2025), and Hiiseyin Serbes shares impres-
sions of the Negotiating the Revolt Conference in Prague. The issue closes
with a review by Bengisu Bayrak Shahmiri of Wood's book, “Conceptual Art”.

I would like to express my gratitude to the editorial team and all the authors
who contributed to this issue. Their work enhances the field by addressing the
urgent questions facing today’'s communication landscape.
